Course Description:                                      

The senior project forms the culmination of a student’s studies in their major. The project 
requires a significant level of independent enquiry and research. It can investigate a real 
world, situation, problem or business opportunity related to the degree major. 

The project may test a hypothesis, investigate an issue in a narrative inquiry, or develop a real-
world case study on a relevant topic. The investigation may use quantitative and/or 
qualitative research approaches. The project may contain primary research once ethical 
approval has been gained. 

Students will be guided by their supervisor and conduct individual research work on an agreed 
topic. The supervisor will facilitate the process through regularly scheduled meetings. The 
nine timetabled hours will be used as refreshers of research skills, peer-coaching, and the 
presentation of the students’ work. 

In developing a real-word business or economic project the student will gain practical insights 
and knowledge of relevant industries and employment fields.

Aims and Objectives:  

The course aims to teach students to work independently and to make critical judgments. 
The course is also an opportunity for students to further develop their research skills and 
gain in-depth knowledge on the topic related to their major. Ultimately, we hope that 
students will use the knowledge and skills developed in this course in their job search and 
career.
