Course Description:

This course enables students to investigate the international politics of law-making,
compliance, and enforcement in various issue areas, and to consider how fragmentation and
self-regulation impact upon the effectiveness of international law. The course highlights the
intersection of human rights with modern challenges such as public health, national security,
and environmental issues. Through critical analysis, students will evaluate the power and
limitations of international law systems in protecting human rights and explore potential
reforms for enhancing their effectiveness.

Aims and Objectives:

e To acquaint students with the structure and systems of public international
law and its main actors, norms and institutions, with a focus on the realm of
human rights and humanitarian law

e To explore how actors and institutions use international legal systems and norms
to promote their political agenda and the limitations of this

e To provide a background for eventual careers in fields (including work in
government, international organisations, business, NGOs and the media) which
require articulate, clear-thinking individuals with a grasp of the politics of
international law and human rights

e To provide a framework to assist concerned citizens to think critically about issues
that are of increasing importance in the 21st century
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e To promote critical engagement with a wide range of literature and the
development of both a concise writing style and the ability to present complex
arguments orally

Geneva Conventions, refugee law, international and regional human rights tribunals,
international criminal tribunals, the UN human rights system
e Politicisation and abuse of rights discourses and legal remedies
e Contemporary issues, for example ex-territorial management of migrants and
refugees, use and abuse of derogation clauses for public health or national security,
or human rights during armed conflicts
