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Course Description:

This course introduces students to the major areas within the psychology discipline,
through current empirical research and theoretical debate. Students discover how
psychological research is conducted and how research findings can be applied to
understanding human behaviour. Topics include scientific methodology in psychology,
and key contemporary areas of research, such as biopsychology, brain functioning;
sensation and perception; evolutionary theory, development, personality, memory,
consciousness, stress, psychological disorders, language, learning and social psychology.
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Aims and Objectives:

To introduce students to the key theories, topics, and scientific methods involved in
the study of psychology.

To introduce students to substantive areas of research in psychology, such as
biopsychology, brain functioning; sensation and perception; evolutionary theory,
development, personality, memory, consciousness, stress, psychological disorders,
language, learning and social psychology.

To provide a background for eventual careers in fields (including work in
government, international organisations, business and the media) which require
articulate, clear-thinking individuals with a grasp of psychology.

To provide a framework to assist concerned citizens to think critically about issues
that are of increasing importance in the 21° century.

To promote critical engagement with a wide range of literature, and the
development of both a succinct writing style, and the ability to present complex
arguments orally.
