Course Description:

Combines lectures, case studies, and audiovisual sessions to introduce students to the
field of clinical psychology, psychiatry, and mental health work. An examination of the
symptoms and treatment options for a range of mental and emotional disorders, including
anxiety, depression, and schizophrenia, raising several important issues for discussion.
These include cultural variations in the definition and diagnosis of disordered states; the
social psychological problems of the move from asylums to community care; and criticisms
of the medical model of abnormality. This course will explore how modern Clinical
Psychology implements evidence-based treatments to improve psychologically based
distress or dysfunction and promote subjective and behavioural well-being and personal
development.
