This course introduces students to journalism, its origins, principles and practices,
and the enduring debates around its relationship to society. Recurring themes such
as freedom of the press, professional ‘objectivity’, technological innovation and
economic sustainability will be put into historical context. Watershed moments in
specialist areas from investigative journalism to war reporting are explored, as well
as the rise of participatory journalism and the so-called ‘dumbing down’ of

journalism.
