Course Description:

How do you feel about speaking up and speaking out? How closely do others listen to your
views, and you to theirs? This course is founded on the belief that good spoken communication
in a range of contexts is essential to individual, community and cross-cultural development and
understanding. It gives students the opportunity to think, listen and talk with confidence and
clarity.

A minimum grade of C on this course and EAP 3270 Fundamentals of Research and Writingis
required for students to progress to GEP 3180, Research and Writing .

Prerequisites:
None. Placement in the course via Academic Reading and Writing assessment

Aims and Objectives:

This course aims to empower students through the fundamentals of formal and semi-formal
spoken communication as required in academic life. Its objective is to provide students with
strategies for extracting key points from lectures, participating in academic conversations,
surveys, interviews, seminars, debates and presentations, and for developing self-



confidence. The course uses a range of spoken resources, combined with written sources,
for research purposes.

Teaching Methodology:

This course meets three times per week. Materials will be used which develop cross-cultural
and cross linguistic awareness and sensitivity and offer students opportunities to share
experiences and understandings based on their home cultures and languages. Models of a
range of communicative activities will be analysed; some classroom activities will be filmed;
appropriate language will be regularly studied and practised, with opportunities for
supportive practice, including role play and informal performance techniques. Peer
feedback will be integral to classroom learning. Opportunities for cross-campus



communication with peers, staff and faculty, and outside agencies will be provided.
